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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to increase the fee for a payor to withhold child support.1

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:2

Section 1. That § 25-7A-34 be amended to read as follows:3

25-7A-34. Any payor who has been served with an order for withholding of income shall4

deduct and pay over income or assets as provided in this section. The payor shall deduct the5

amount designated in the order for withholding. The first payment shall be deducted from the6

payment of income which is payable to the obligor following service of the order. The payor7

shall transmit the amount withheld to the department in accordance with the order for8

withholding within seven business days after the date the obligor is paid or the obligor's property9

withheld and in accordance with any subsequent notification received from the department10

redirecting payment. In addition to the amount designated in the order for withholding, the payor11

may deduct an amount not to exceed a one time set up fee of twenty-five dollars, and thereafter12

three dollars per month withholding period from the obligor's income to cover the expenses13
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involved in transmitting the amount withheld.1
