AMENDMENT 1171B FOR THE INTRODUCED BILL

An Act to revise provisions related to missing children.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 26-17-3 be AMENDED:

26-17-3. Whenever a law enforcement agency integrates information about a
missing child into the national crime information center computer, the law enforcement
agency shall promptly notify the missing child's parents, custodial parent, guardian,—e¢

legal custodian, designated contact, or any other person responsible for the missing child,

of that action.

Section 2. That § 26-17-4 be AMENDED:

Underscores indicate new language.
} indicate deleted language.
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26-17-4. Each parent, custodial parent, guardian, legal custodian, designated
contact, or other person responsible for the missing child shall provide available
information upon request, and may provide information voluntarily, to the Ilaw
enforcement agency during the information gathering process. The law enforcement
agency also may obtain available information about the missing child from other persons

subject to constitutional and statutory limitations.

Section 3. That chapter 26-17 be amended with a NEW SECTION:

For purposes of this chapter, the term, designated contact, means a person

established as the point of contact between a parent, custodial parent, guardian, legal

custodian, or other person responsible for a child and a law _enforcement agency through

a notarized document signed by the parent, custodial parent, guardian, legal custodian,

or other person responsible for the child and a law enforcement representative.
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
