REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES

MR. PRESIDENT:

The Senate Committee on Appropriations respectfully reports that it has had under
consideration SB 74, 106, 120, and 121 and returns the same with the recommendation that said
bills do pass.

Also MR. PRESIDENT:

The Senate Committee on Appropriations respectfully reports that it has had under
consideration SB 102 and returns the same with the recommendation that said bill be amended as
follows:

102A

On the Introduced bill, delete everything after the enacting clause and insert:

Section 1. That § 42-7B-48 be AMENDED:

42-7B-48. There is established within the state treasury the South Dakota Gaming
Commission fund, into which shall be deposited the proceeds from the gaming tax, license stamp
fees, license fees, application fees, the net proceeds generated by the operation of the five-cent slot
machines, and the initial fund is continuously appropriated for the purposes specified in this section.
All funds received by the commission shall be set forth in an informational budget as described in
§ 4-7-7.2 and be annually reviewed by the Legislature. Any disbursement from the Gaming
Commission fund shall be by authorization of the executive secretary for any of the following
purposes:

(1) Forty percent of the gaming tax collected shall be transferred to the tourism promotion

fund created in § 1-52-17, and ten percent of the gaming tax collected shall be paid to
Lawrence County;
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(2) The expenses of the commission for administration and operation including litigation
and enforcement of this chapter and chapter 42-7 and for grants as provided by § 42-
7B-48.3; and

(3) All funds remaining after the payments provided in subdivisions (1) and (2), less one

hundred thousand dollars which shall be transferred to the historical preservation loan
and grant fund created in § 1-19A-13.1 constitute the net municipal proceeds and shall
be disbursed at least quarterly—te—the—City—of Deadweoedfoer—depesitin—thehistorie
restoration—and-preservationfund_in accordance with § 42-7B-48.1.

Section 2. That § 42-7B-48.1 be AMENDED:

- After payment of commission expenses
pursuant to subdivision 42-7B-48(2), and after payment of one hundred thousand dollars to the
State Historical Preservation Grant and Loan fund pursuant to subdivision 42-7B-48(3)—Fhereafter,
all remaining funds shall be distributed as follows:

(1) Seventy-Twenty-five percent to the state general fund;

(2) Fen—Three and three-tenths percent to be distributed to municipalities in Lawrence
County, except the City of Deadwood, pro rata according to their population;

(3) Fen-Seven-tenths percent to be distributed to school districts_that do not receive state
aid for general education, pro rata based upon the previous year's average daily
membership, located in whole or in part, in Lawrence County. For any school district
located only partly in Lawrence County, only that portion of the district's average daily
attendance which represents students residing in Lawrence County shall be considered
in calculating the proration required by this subdivision; and

4) Fen-Seventy-one percent to the City of Deadwood for deposit in the historic restoration
and preservation fund.

And that as so amended, SB 102 do pass.
Also MR. PRESIDENT:

The Senate Committee on Appropriations respectfully reports that it has had under
consideration SB 119 and returns the same with the recommendation that said bill be amended as
follows:

119A

On page 1, line 1, of the Introduced bill, delete "make an appropriation to enhance the
economic health of South Dakota" and insert "create the capitol restoration fund and to transfer
moneys thereto"

On page 1, line 3, of the Introduced bill, after "Dakota:" delete "Section 1. There is hereby
appropriated from the general fund the sum of $101 to the state, for purposes of enhancing the
economic health of South Dakota."

On page 1, line 5, of the Introduced bill, after "Dakota." delete "Section 2. The state shall

approve vouchers and the state auditor shall draw warrants to pay expenditures authorized by this
Act."
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On page 1, line 7, of the Introduced bill, after "Act." delete "Section 3. Any amounts
appropriated in this Act not lawfully expended or obligated shall revert in accordance with the
procedures prescribed in chapter 4-8."

On page 1, line 9, of the Introduced bill, after "4-8." delete "Section 4. This Act is effective
June 30, 2026."

On page 1, after line 9, of the Introduced bill, insert: "

Section 1. The state treasurer shall transfer $25,000,000 from the general fund to the capitol
restoration fund, created in section 2 of this Act."

On page 1, after line 9, of the Introduced bill, insert: "
Section 2. That a NEW SECTION be added to chapter 5-15:

There is created the capitol restoration fund, to be administered by the Bureau of Human
Resources and Administration, for the purpose of restoring, renovating, and improving the state

capitol building.

Expenditures from the fund must be by special appropriation of the Legislature. Any interest
earned on moneys in the fund must remain in the fund. "

On page 1, after line 9, of the Introduced bill, insert: "

Section 3. This act is effective June 29, 2026."

And that as so amended, SB 119 do pass.
Also MR. PRESIDENT:

The Senate Committee on Appropriations respectfully reports that it has had under
consideration SB 222 and returns the same with the recommendation that said bill be amended as
follows:

222B

On page 1, line 1, of the Introduced bill, delete " nonpoint source projects" and insert " riparian
buffer initiative projects"

On page 1, line 4, of the Introduced bill, after "Dakota:" delete "Section 1. There is appropriated
$10,000,000 from the general fund, to the Department of Agriculture and Natural Resources, for
the purpose of providing grants for eligible water, wastewater, storm water, and nonpoint source
projects in accordance with the guidance provided in section 2 of this Act."

On page 1, line 8, of the Introduced bill, after "Act." delete "Section 2. To be eligible for funding,
projects must go through the Department of Agriculture and Natural Resources by way of the Board
of Water and Natural Resources and be included in the state water plan. The following funding terms
apply to eligible projects under this Act:

(1) Eligible applicants may receive a grant award limited to a per person project cost based on
the population served by the system or municipality, using the 2020 federal census numbers or
system service numbers, as determined by the board. The grant limit must apply to each applicant,
regardless of the project cost or the number of projects in need of funding, and must be determined
as follows:

(a) Systems or municipalities with service populations of up to one thousand may receive up

to an eighty percent grant, with a maximum project cost for determining the grant amount limited
to nine thousand dollars per person per applicant for all eligible projects considered for grants;
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(b) Systems or municipalities with service populations with at least one thousand and up to
two thousand five hundred may receive up to a fifty percent grant with a maximum project cost for
determining the grant amount limited to seven thousand dollars per person per applicant for all
eligible projects considered for grants; and

(c) Systems or municipalities with service populations greater than two thousand five hundred
may receive a thirty percent grant with a maximum project cost for determining the grant amount
limited to three thousand dollars per person per applicant for all eligible projects considered for
grants;

(2) Projects addressing regionalization and consolidation, environmental and health regulatory
compliance issues, drought resiliency, water availability, nonpoint source improvements, or other
significant environmental issues may receive funding above the grant limits in this Act. The
department shall evaluate projects and make recommendations to the board for funding based on
need and positive long-term benefits of the project; and

(3) Eligible engineering studies for projects with long term drought resiliency, drinking water
availability issues, or water or wastewater regionalization projects may be awarded a grant in an
amount up to one hundred percent of the study cost.

The board has discretion to deny funding for lake dredging and projects that do not align with
cost effective regionalization."

On page 2, after line 14, of the Introduced bill, insert: "
Section 1. There is appropriated $10,000,000 from the general fund, to the Department of

Agriculture and Natural Resources, for the purpose of providing grants as provided in section 2 of
this Action."

On page 2, after line 14, of the Introduced bill, insert: "

Section 2. Of the amount appropriated in section 1 of this Act, $2,000,000 is allocated for
eligible water, wastewater, and storm water projects. To be eligible for funding from this allocation,
projects must be approved by the Board of Water and Natural Resources and be included in the
state water plan.

Of the amount appropriated in section 1 of this Act, $8,000,000 is allocated for statewide
riparian buffer initiative projects."

And that as so amended, SB 222 do pass.

On page 1, line 1, of the Introduced bill, after "generation" insert " and require a permit for
interconnection by a backup electric generation facility"

On page 3, after line 12, of the Introduced bill, insert: "
Section 2. That a NEW SECTION be added to chapter 49-41B:

A backup electric generation facility may not be interconnected to the bulk electric system
without first obtaining a permit under this chapter as an energy conversion facility."
