8 Section 2. That chapter 58-33 be amended by adding aNEW SECTION to read:

9 The following acts or practices by a pharmacy benefits manager are declared to be false,

10 misleading, deceptive, or unfair:

11 (1) Prohibiting apharmacist or pharmacy for providing cost-sharing information on the
12 amount that a covered individual may pay for a particular prescription drug by a
13 pharmacist or pharmacy; or

14 (2) Pendizing apharmacist or pharmacy for providing cost-sharing information on the
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amount that a covered individual may pay for a particular prescription drug by a
