WHEREAS, Branden's special abilities of communication and kindness are a unigue resource
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that cannot be emulated in the clinical or mental heath armatures of the Veteran's Administration
system of care aone; and

WHEREAS, Branden has expressed a continual desire to be of ongoing service and assistance
to his nation, his state, and hisfellow soldiers; and

WHEREAS, our nation suffersthe peacetimelossof dozensof servicemen and women each year
by suicide when they become overwhelmed by the unseen scars to mind and heart; and

common task and trauma; and

WHEREAS, Branden Stackenwalt has repeatedly shown profound skill and effectiveness in
effortlessly communicating ajoyful warmth of uplifting human kindness necessary to help suffering
soldiers find comfort and support in their times of crisis; and

WHEREAS, Branden is a priceless example of a soldier willing to help service members and
civilians aike to understand the lasting challenges and scars of wartime deployment:
