WHEREAS, in December 1970, Bush was nominated asthe U.S. Ambassador to the United
Nations by President Richard Nixon; and

WHEREAS, when Nixon resigned, and Gerald Ford took office, Bush was appointed asthe
U.S. Envoy to the People's Republic of Chinaand served as Chief of the U.S. Liaison's Office;
and

WHEREAS, upon return from Chinain 1975, Bush was asked to serve as the Director of
the Central Intelligence Agency and served until 1976; and

WHEREAS, in 1980, Bush joined Ronald Reagan as his running mate in the presidential
campaign of 1980 and served as Vice President of the United States from 1981 to 1989; and
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WHEREAS, Bush became the 41st President of the United States and served from 1989 to
1993; and

WHEREAS, Bush died on November 30, 2018, aged 94 years, 171 days, making him the
longest-lived president in U.S. history:
