WHEREAS, Nash Hutmacher has never lost a wrestling match in his high school career,
further improving to awinning streak of 124 matches, arecord that isrelatively unheard of. His
father, Joe Hutmacher, set state records for deadlift and squat in both the 275 and 319 pound
weight classes and passed on his exceptional abilities and work ethic to his son; and

WHEREAS, Nash Hutmacher's supportive family and his desire to work hard, as both an
athlete and an individual, have brought him enormous success and will continuetodo soinhis
bright future and his successisnot only in the sport of wrestling but also in the sport of football.
