WHEREAS, Orrie was the proud husband to Kathleen Kempter BlueDog and the proud

father of three children: Kristi, Brandy, and Patrick. Orrie was also blessed with eight

grandchildren whom he loved dearly: Justin Hendricks, Jeremy Hendricks, James Late, Connor
