BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 34-20G-51 be AMENDED:

34-20G-51. Except as provided in § 34-20G-18 and this section,—a—persen—may
assert—the-medical purposeferusing—eannabis—as—a it is an affirmative defense to any

prosecution—velving for using or possessing cannabis, and such affirmative defense is

presumed valid, where the evidence shows that:

1) The person is a qualifying patient and the person is not in physical possession of

the reqistry identification card, the person was registered with the department as

a cardholder or nonresident cardholder at the time of the alleged offense;

(2) The person is a designated caregiver, the person was registered with the

department and in physical possession of the reqgistry identification card at the time

of the alleged offense or produces the registry identification card to law

enforcement within forty-eight hours of the alleged offense; and

(3) The conduct underlying the alleged offense complied with this chapter.
