procedures and definitive therapy including the use of invasive procedures and may 7 

include the use of drugs and manual defibrillation; 8 

(2) "Advanced life support personnel," any person other than a physician who has 9 

completed a department and board approved program and is licensed or holds a 10 

privilege as an emergency medical technician-intermediate/85; emergency 11 

medical technician-intermediate/99; emergency medical technician-advanced; or 12 

emergency medical technician-paramedic as set forth in this chapter, or its 13 

equivalent a person licensed by the board as: 14 

(a) An emergency medical technician-intermediate/85; 15 

(b) An emergency medical technician-intermediate/99; 16 

(c) An advanced emergency medical technician; or 17 

(d) A paramedic; 18 

(3) "Basic life support personnel," a person: 19 

(a) Certified by the board as an ambulance driver; 20 

(b) Licensed by the board as an emergency medical responder; or 21 

(c) Licensed by the board as an emergency medical technician; 22 

(4) "Board," the South Dakota State Board of Medical and Osteopathic Examiners; 23 

(4) "Department," the South Dakota State Department of Health; 24 
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(5) "Direct medical control," real-time communications during an ambulance run 1 

between field emergency medical services personnel and a physician, physician 2 

assistant, or nurse practitioner, licensed in this state during an emergency run; 3 

(6) "Emergency medical services," health care provided to the a patient by advanced 4 

life support emergency medical services personnel licensed pursuant to this 5 

chapter; 6 

(7) "Emergency medical technician-advanced," any person who has successfully 7 

completed a program of study approved by the department and the board in all 8 

areas of training and skills set forth in the advanced emergency medical technician 9 

instructional guidelines and standards, including placement of esophageal and 10 

supraglottic airways, intravenous cannulation, shock management, administration 11 

of specific medications, and other advanced skills approved by the board, and who 12 

is licensed by the board to perform such advanced skills; 13 

(8) "Emergency medical technician/EMT," any person trained in emergency medical 14 

care in accordance with standards prescribed by rules and regulations promulgated 15 

pursuant to § 34-11-6, who provides emergency medical services, including 16 

automated external defibrillation under indirect medical control, in accordance with 17 

the person's level of training; 18 

(9) "Emergency medical technician-intermediate/85," any person who has successfully 19 

completed a department- and board-approved program of instruction in basic life 20 

support and advanced life support skills in shock and fluid therapy, placement of 21 

esophageal airways, and other advanced life support skills approved by board 22 

action, and who is licensed by the board to perform such skills, including automated 23 

external defibrillation; 24 

(10) "Emergency medical technician-paramedic," any person who has successfully 25 

completed a program of study approved by the department and the board and is 26 

licensed as an emergency medical technician-paramedic, which includes all training 27 

and skills set forth herein for emergency medical technician-intermediate/85 and 28 

emergency medical technician-intermediate/99, and other advanced skills 29 

programs approved by board action, and who is licensed by the board to perform 30 

such intermediate, special, and advanced skills; 31 

(11) "Emergency medical technician-intermediate/99," any person who has successfully 32 

completed a department- and board-approved program of instruction in all areas 33 

of emergency medical technician-intermediate/85 curriculum plus other specific 34 

areas of emergency medical care in the following areas: manual and automated 35 
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external defibrillation, telemetered electrocardiography, administration of cardiac 1 

drugs, administration of specific medications and solutions, use of adjunctive 2 

breathing devices, advanced trauma care, tracheotomy suction, esophageal 3 

airways and endotracheal intubation, intraosseous infusion, or other special skills 4 

programs approved by board action, and who is licensed by the board to perform 5 

intermediate skills plus such special skills; 6 

(12) "Epinephrine auto-injector," a spring-loaded needle and syringe with a single dose 7 

of epinephrine that will automatically release and inject the medicine, any similar 8 

automatic pre-filled cartridge injector, or any similar automatic injectable 9 

equipment; 10 

(13) "Good faith," honesty, in fact, in the conduct, or transaction concerned; 11 

(14) "Gross negligence," the intentional failure to perform a manifest duty in reckless 12 

disregard of the consequences as affecting the life or health of another; 13 

(15) "Hour of advanced life support studies," fifty minutes of training; 14 

(16)(7) "Emergency medical services personnel," a person licensed by the board as: 15 

(a) An emergency medical responder; 16 

(b) An emergency medical technician; 17 

(c) An emergency medical technician-intermediate/85; 18 

(d) An emergency medical technician-intermediate/99; 19 

(e) An advanced emergency medical technician; or 20 

(f) A paramedic; and 21 

(8) "Indirect medical control," the establishment and implementation of system 22 

guidelines, policies and procedures, such as medical treatment protocols, quality 23 

assurance programs and case reviews, and protocols approved by a physician, 24 

physician assistant, or nurse practitioner, licensed in South Dakota; 25 

(17) "Local government," any county, municipality, township, or village in this state; 26 

(18) "Medical community," the physicians and medical resources located and available 27 

within a geographic area; 28 

(19) "Medical emergency," an event affecting an individual in such a manner that a need 29 

for immediate medical care is created; 30 

(20) "Patient," an individual who, as a result of illness or injury, needs medical attention; 31 

and 32 

(21) "Prehospital care," those emergency medical services rendered to patients in an 33 

out-of-hospital setting, administered for analytic, stabilizing, or preventive 34 

purposes this state. 35

selection satisfactory to the board; and 23 

(4) The number of students enrolled in the theoretical program may not exceed 24 

the number that can be clinically supervised and trained provided the programs meet or 25 

exceed the standards established for certification by the National Registry of Emergency 26 

Medical Technicians, as of January 1, 2024. 27 

A person may not offer a program for the instruction of emergency medical services 28 

personnel without first receiving approval by the board, in accordance with this section. 29

(3) One emergency medical technician-paramedicTwo paramedics; and 4 

(4) One emergency room physician licensed in accordance with chapter 36-4 and 5 

trained in emergency medicine. 6 

Each committee The term of office for each member shall serve a term of is three 7 

years. No committee member may be appointed to serve more than three consecutive, 8 

full terms. If a vacancy occurs, the board shall must appoint a person new member to fill 9 

the unexpired term. The appointment of a person member to an unexpired term is not 10 

considered a full term. 11 

The committee council shall meet at least annually or twice each year, at a time 12 

and place set by the council, and may hold additional meetings as necessary to conduct 13 

business. The council shall meet the requirements of chapter 1-25 regarding open 14 

meetings. 15 

The committee council shall assist the board in evaluating standards of care for 16 

advanced life support personnel and the regulation of advanced life support all matters 17 

related to the licensure, practice, education, continuing education, investigation, and 18 

discipline of emergency medical services personnel pursuant to this chapter. The 19 

committee council shall also make recommendations to the board regarding rules 20 

promulgated pursuant to this chapter. The committee shall meet the requirements of 21 

chapter 1-25 regarding open meetings The council shall submit meeting minutes and 22 

recommendations to the board following each meeting. 23 

The board shall communicate activity on all matters relating to emergency medical 24 

services personnel with the council. 25 

Section 29. That chapter 36-4B be amended with a NEW SECTION: 26 

Any individual licensed or certified in accordance with this chapter must report any 27 

of the following occurrences to the board, within thirty days of the date of the occurrence: 28 

(1) Conviction or discipline for unprofessional conduct or dishonorable conduct, as 29 

defined in § 36-4-30; 30 

(2) Any encumbrance of the individual's National Registry of Emergency Medical 31 

Technicians or other health care certification or licensure; 32 

(3) Hospital disciplinary action implicating the individual; 33 

(4) Action affecting the individual's privilege to practice; 34 
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(5) Judgment or settlement related to the individual's alleged malpractice; and 1 

(6) Change in the individual's: 2 

(a) Home address; 3 

(b) Business address; 4 

(c) Home phone number; 5 

(d) Work phone number; 6 

(e) Email address; or 7 

(f) Other information that is used for communicating with the board. 8 

Failure to report may constitute a basis for disciplinary action against the individual. 9 

Section 30. That chapter 36-4B be amended with a NEW SECTION: 10 

The board may issue a certification as an ambulance driver to a person who: 11 

(1) Completes an emergency care course approved by the board; and 12 

(2) Applies on a form prescribed by the board. 13 

Section 31. That § 36-4B-10 be REPEALED: 14 

Educational programs for instruction of advanced life support personnel shall be 15 

implemented by the Department of Health and approved by the board. Schools or 16 

institutions offering such programs shall submit applications for approval on forms 17 

provided by the board. 18 

Section 32. That § 36-4B-11 be REPEALED: 19 

The medical director of an educational program approved by the board shall notify 20 

the board if a change occurs in the directorship of the educational program or if major 21 

modifications in the curriculum are anticipated. 22 

Section 33. That § 36-4B-18 be REPEALED. 23 

In addition to tasks listed in §§ 36-4B-16 and 36-4B-17, an emergency medical 24 

technician-intermediate/85, emergency medical technician-intermediate/99, or an 25 

emergency medical technician-paramedic may be permitted to perform, under direct or 26 

indirect medical control, such other tasks approved by the board, and for which adequate 27 

training and proficiency can be demonstrated. 28 

Section 34. That § 36-4B-27 be REPEALED: 29 
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A request for emergency medical technician-paramedic or emergency medical 1 

technician-intermediate/99 license renewal shall be accompanied annually by the 2 

prescribed fee and accompanied in odd numbered years by satisfactory evidence of sixty 3 

hours of advanced life support studies during the preceding two years. A request for 4 

emergency medical technician-intermediate/85 license renewal shall be accompanied 5 

annually by the prescribed fee and accompanied in odd numbered years by satisfactory 6 

evidence of forty hours of advanced life support studies during the preceding two years. 7 

The request shall also be accompanied by a letter from the supervising physician and the 8 

employer of the advanced life support personnel. If the advanced life support personnel 9 

is terminated the reasons shall be submitted to the board, in writing, by both the 10 

ambulance service and supervising physician, within seventy-two hours of termination of 11 

any such working contract. 12 

Section 35. That § 36-4B-33 be REPEALED: 13 

If a person holding a license to practice advanced life support shall by final order 14 

or adjudication of a court of competent jurisdiction be adjudged to be mentally 15 

incompetent or insane, that person's license shall be suspended by the board after 16 

proceedings in compliance with chapter 1-26. Such suspension shall continue until the 17 

licensee is found or adjudged by such court to be restored to reason. The board may 18 

establish probationary conditions which it deems necessary for the best interest of the 19 

licensee. 20 

Section 36. That § 36-4B-34 be REPEALED: 21 

Upon application, the board may reissue a license to practice advanced life support 22 

to a person whose license has been canceled, suspended, or revoked. A reissuance of a 23 

license which has been canceled or revoked may not be made prior to one year after the 24 

cancellation or revocation and the reissuance of any license may be made in such manner, 25 

form, and conditions as the board may require. 26 

Section 37. That § 36-4B-36 be REPEALED: 27 

The board may not pass any rules which: 28 

(1) Are not authorized by § 36-4B-35 or are not designated to meet the intent of this 29 

chapter; 30 

(2) Discriminate between licensees of the same class; 31 
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(3) Attempt to regulate persons, schools, or other institutions not licensed under this 1 

chapter; 2 

(4) Have as their primary purpose the promotion or protection of the economic 3 

interests of licensees; 4 

(5) Restrict the number of licensees for reasons other than their qualifications; 5 

(6) Discriminate between programs approved under this chapter which train 6 

prospective licensees, whether in or out of the state. 7
