program.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 23A-28B-25 be AMENDED:

23A-28B-25. No claim for compensation may be awarded:

Unless

an application for compensation is filed with the department within one year

after the date of the personal injury or death and the personal injury or death was
the result of a crime-which-had-been _that was reported to a law enforcement officer

or agency within five days of its occurrence, or, if the crime could not reasonably

have been reported within that period, within five days of the date when a report

could reasonably have been made. The department may waive the-enre-year_one-

year application requirement for good cause shown;
