BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 2-12-8.2 be amended to read:4

2-12-8.2. No elected officer, appointed officer, state agency or division director, or the5

highest paid aide, employee, or staff person reporting to any of the foregoing may be6

compensated to act or register as a lobbyist, other than a public employee lobbyist, during a7

period of two years twenty-four months after that person's the officer's termination of service8

in the state government. A violation of this section is a Class 1 misdemeanor.9
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
