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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to revise the penalty for aggravated assault with the intent1

to disfigure the victim.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That chapter 22-18 be amended by adding a NEW SECTION to read:4

Any person who intentionally causes serious bodily injury by means reasonably likely to5

result in serious permanent disfigurement of the victim is guilty of a Class 2 felony. For6

purposes of this section, serious permanent disfigurement is a permanent change in a person's7

body or visible scars which affect a person's appearance.8
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
