FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to repeal certain provisions regarding the Legislature.1

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:2

Section 1. That § 1-16G-69 be repealed.3

1-16G-69. There is hereby established the South Dakota Tribal Economic Development4

Task Force. The task force consists of the following members:5

(1) For each of the nine Indian tribes located in South Dakota that chooses to participate6

in the task force, the chairman or president of the tribe or a person designated by the7

tribal chairman or tribal president to represent the participating tribe;8

(2) The secretary of the Department of Tribal Relations;9

(3) Two current or former members of the House of Representatives who have served10

as members of the State-Tribal Relations Committee to be appointed by the speaker11

of the House of Representatives;12

(4) Two current or former members of the Senate who have served as members of the13

State-Tribal Relations Committee to be appointed by the president pro tempore of the14

Senate; and15

(5) Five persons appointed by the Executive Board of the Legislative Research Council.1

If a vacancy on the task force occurs, the vacancy shall be filled in the same manner as the2

original appointment.3

Section 2. That § 1-16G-70 be repealed.4

1-16G-70. The task force shall be under the supervision of the Executive Board of the5

Legislative Research Council and staffed and funded as an interim legislative committee. The6

Legislative Research Council may receive additional funds from any legal source to carry out7

the purposes of §§ 1-16G-69 to 1-16G-72, inclusive. The Executive Board shall designate the8

chair and vice chair of the task force.9

Section 3. That § 1-16G-71 be repealed.10

1-16G-71. The task force shall evaluate issues associated with economic development needs,11

initiatives, and barriers affecting South Dakota's Native American population and South12

Dakota's Indian tribes and tribal governments. Specifically, the task force shall analyze business13

and economic sectors and segments having potential for higher levels of success, as well as14

other possible approaches to improve economic conditions. The task force shall also address15

workforce availability, including education and skills, related demographics, salary and wage16

scales, and other issues affecting human resources necessary for the promotion of economic17

development for this segment of South Dakota's population.18

Section 4. That § 1-16G-72 be repealed.19

1-16G-72. The task force shall begin its activities in 2014 and shall submit an interim report20

to the Executive Board of the Legislative Research Council not later than December 1, 2014,21

and a final report, recommendations, and potential draft legislation to the Executive Board of22

the Legislative Research Council no later than December 1, 2015.23

Section 5. That § 2-4-1 be repealed.24
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2-4-1. The Legislature shall meet at the seat of government on the second Tuesday of1

January at noon.2

Section 6. That § 2-4-4 be repealed.3

2-4-4. The salary of the Legislature and the lieutenant governor shall be payable in the same4

manner as for other state employees under the provisions of § 3-8-6, provided, however, that5

final payment shall be made on or before the last day of a legislative session. Mileage of the6

members of the Legislature and the lieutenant governor, for attendance upon regular and special7

sessions, shall be paid at the end of such session.8

Section 7. That § 2-5-8 be repealed.9

2-5-8. All elective and appointed officers and employees of the Senate and House of10

Representatives designated in §§ 2-5-2, 2-5-3, and 2-5-5 shall receive compensation determined11

and agreed upon by a joint select committee of both houses.12

Section 8. That § 2-5-9 be repealed.13

2-5-9. The compensation of the officers and employees of the Senate, except the lieutenant14

governor, and the compensation of the officers and employees of the House of Representatives15

shall be fixed by a joint select committee of both houses. The compensation shall be paid out16

of the state treasury, upon vouchers approved by the director of the Legislative Research17

Council.18

Section 9. That § 2-6-31 be repealed.19

2-6-31. There is hereby created the Jolene's Law Task Force to study the impact of sexual20

abuse of children in this state and to make recommendations to the Legislature on policies to21

effectively address the issue. The task force shall consist of the following fifteen members:22

(1) The President Pro Tempore of the Senate shall appoint two members of the Senate;23

(2) The Speaker of the House of Representatives shall appoint two members of the24
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House of Representatives;1

(3) The President Pro Tempore of the Senate shall appoint the following four members:2

(a) A child abuse pediatrician whose experience and clinical practice is associated3

with a child advocacy center in the state;4

(b) A representative associated with a non-profit organization that provides5

training and education aimed at the prevention of sexual abuse of children;6

(c) A representative from a child advocacy center in the state with experience7

serving children who have been subjected to sexual abuse;8

(d) A person who was a victim of sexual abuse as a child;9

(4) The Speaker of the House shall appoint the following four members:10

(a) A representative from a tribal organization in this state with experience and11

training in the area of sexual abuse of children;12

(b) A representative of a law enforcement organization in the state with direct13

experience working with child sexual abuse investigations;14

(c) A victim's advocate who works directly with child victims of sexual abuse;15

and16

(d) A mental health professional with experience and training using trauma17

focused cognitive behavioral therapy in the area of child sexual abuse;18

(5) A representative from the Department of Social Services;19

(6) A representative from the Department of Health;20

(7) A representative from the Department of Education.21

Section 10. That § 2-6-32 be repealed.22

2-6-32. The initial appointments shall be made no later than July 1, 2014, and shall serve23

until January 1, 2015, which shall be the end date for the task force. If there is a vacancy on the24
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task force, the vacancy shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointment.1

Section 11. That § 2-6-33 be repealed.2

2-6-33. The task force shall study the impact of sexual abuse of children in the state and3

make a report to the Legislature on the prevalence of sexual abuse of children in the state and4

make policy recommendations to address the following areas:5

(1) Methods to increase awareness of issues regarding sexual abuse of children,6

including warning signs that may indicate that a child is the victim of sexual abuse7

and the actions and language a child may use to express that they are a victim of8

sexual abuse;9

(2) The actions that a child who is the victim of sexual abuse could take to obtain10

assistance and intervention;11

(3) How to best provide support and assistance to children who are victims of sexual12

abuse;13

(4) Policies to encourage adults to take responsibility for the protection of children from14

sexual abuse and to respond appropriately when sexual abuse of a child is suspected;15

(5) Collaboration of public and private organizations to assist in the recognition and16

prevention of sexual abuse of children, using research and evidence based practice;17

and18

(6) Any other recommendation the task force deems appropriate in addressing this issue.19

Section 12. That § 2-6-34 be repealed.20

2-6-34. Jolene's Law Task Force shall be under the supervision of the Executive Board of21

the Legislative Research Council and staffed and funded as an interim legislative committee,22

not to exceed twenty-one thousand dollars.23

Section 13. That § 2-6-40 be repealed.24
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2-6-40. There is hereby established an Initiative and Referendum Task Force comprised of1

fifteen members to study possible changes to the process regarding constitutional amendments,2

initiated measures and referred laws. The task force shall consist of the following members:3

(1) Three members of the House of Representatives to be appointed by the speaker of the4

House, two of whom to be members of the Republican party and one of whom to be5

a member of the Democrat party;6

(2) Three members of the Senate to be appointed by the president pro tempore, two of7

whom to be members of the Republican party and one of whom to be a member of8

the Democrat party;9

(3) The secretary of state, serving ex officio and without a vote;10

(4) The attorney general, serving ex officio and without a vote;11

(5) Two members to be appointed by the Governor. One member shall have a business12

background and one member shall have an agricultural background and no more than13

one member may be from the same political party;14

(6) Two members of the Board of Elections to be appointed by the board and no more15

than one member may be from the same political party;16

(7) One member to be appointed by the speaker of the House who is a faculty member17

of a political science department of a college or university in the state and is either18

registered as an independent or a member of a minority party;19

(8) One member who is a representative of and to be appointed by the South Dakota20

Municipal League; and21

(9) One member who is a representative of and to be appointed by the South Dakota22

Association of County Commissioners.23

If there is a vacancy on the task force, the vacancy shall be filled in the same manner as the24
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original appointment under this section.1

Section 14. That § 2-6-41 be repealed.2

2-6-41. The task force established pursuant to §§ 2-6-40 to 2-6-43, inclusive, shall study and3

evaluate the voter constitutional amendment, initiative and referendum process, legislation4

proposed during the Ninety-second Legislative Session of the South Dakota Legislature relating5

to the voter constitutional amendment, initiative and referendum process, and other proposals6

as they relate to the voter constitutional amendment, initiative and referendum process in South7

Dakota.8

Section 15. That § 2-6-42 be repealed.9

2-6-42. The task force shall report to the Legislature and the Governor before the beginning10

of the Ninety-third Legislative Session. The task force may present draft legislation and policy11

recommendations.12

Section 16. That § 2-6-43 be repealed.13

2-6-43. The task force shall be under the supervision of the Executive Board of the14

Legislative Research Council and staffed and funded as an interim legislative committee, not15

to exceed twenty-one thousand dollars.16

Section 17. That § 2-7-4 be repealed.17

2-7-4. Any person who has been duly elected or appointed to serve during a regular session18

of the Legislature may file bills and resolutions with the State Legislative Research Council at19

any time within thirty days prior to the convening of such regular session. Notwithstanding the20

provisions of § 2-7-6.1, any interim committee of the Legislative Research Council may file21

bills and resolutions under the provisions of this section. The Executive Board of the State22

Legislative Research Council shall prescribe rules for the handling and placing in proper form23

of such bills and resolutions, subject to the provisions of §§ 2-7-4 to 2-7-6, inclusive.24
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Section 18. That § 2-7-5 be repealed.1

2-7-5. The director of the Legislative Research Council shall, within the confines of such2

rules, receive such bills and resolutions, place them in proper form, assign them numbers for3

introduction in the proper house, and deliver copies to the printing contractor for presession4

printing. The director shall deliver the original and one copy of each bill and resolution to the5

secretary of the Senate or the chief clerk of the House of Representatives, as the case may be,6

on the day when the session convenes. However, the director may not deliver any prefiled bill7

or resolution until every sponsor of such bill or resolution has been duly sworn into office.8

Upon prefiling, such bills and resolutions become the property of the Legislature and may9

not thereafter be withdrawn. Prefiled bills and resolutions shall be considered as introduced on10

the day of their delivery to each house.11

Section 19. That § 2-7-6 be repealed.12

2-7-6. The presession printing of all prefiled bills and resolutions shall be included in the13

general contract for the printing of bills and resolutions for the session for which such bills and14

resolutions are prefiled.15

Section 20. That § 2-7-6.1 be repealed.16

2-7-6.1. No bill or joint resolution may be introduced in either house of the Legislature by17

any committee thereof, except:18

(1) A bill or a joint resolution introduced by any standing committee of either house;19

(2) A bill or joint resolution referred to the Legislature from an interim committee of the20

State Legislative Research Council;21

(3) A bill or joint resolution introduced at the request of the interim Rules Review22

Committee, the interim Government Operations and Audit Committee, the interim23

Retirement Laws Committee, the interim Joint Bonding Review Committee, and the24
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interim State-Tribal Relations Committee by one or more committee members upon1

majority vote of the interim committee; or2

(4) A bill or joint resolution introduced at the request of the Governor, an executive3

agency or of the chief justice of the Supreme Court.4

The committee shall obtain a written request for such introduction from either the council,5

the Governor, department head of an executive agency, a constitutional officer or board, or the6

chief justice and shall retain such request in its file. Committee bills introduced on behalf of a7

department head of an executive agency, a constitutional officer or board may be introduced by8

the chairman without a vote of the committee for purposes of prefiling. Nothing in this section9

prohibits one or more legislators from introduction of a bill or a joint resolution.10

Section 21. That § 2-7-7 be repealed.11

2-7-7. It shall be the duty of the secretary of the Senate and chief clerk of the House of12

Representatives to keep correct journals of the proceedings of the senate and house,13

respectively; to have the custody of all records, accounts, and other papers committed to them14

and at the close of each session of the Legislature to deposit for safekeeping in the Office of the15

Secretary of State all books, bills, documents, resolutions, and papers in the possession of the16

Legislature, correctly labeled, folded, and classified, and generally to perform such duties as17

shall be assigned them by the senate or house, respectively; provided, such journals shall be18

deposited within forty days after the adjournment of the Legislature.19

Section 22. That § 2-7-8 be repealed.20

2-7-8. The contractor for printing and binding of the journals of the Legislature shall deliver21

the daily journals to the Legislature at least two hours before the convening of the Legislature22

on the following legislative day and, if he fails to do so, he is subject to a penalty of ten dollars23

per hour for each hour's delay to be deducted from any sum due him on the contract, or24
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recovered from his performance bond in the event such deduction from contract cannot be made.1

The director of the Legislative Research Council may waive the penalty provisions of this2

section if failure to deliver the daily journals as required is due to circumstances which the3

director considers to be sufficiently extenuating.4

Section 23. That § 2-7-10 be repealed.5

2-7-10. The corrected daily copies of the journal of the Senate and House of6

Representatives, together with the index thereof, shall constitute, and be the official permanent7

record of the legislative proceedings.8

Section 24. That § 2-7-11 be repealed.9

2-7-11. The contractor for printing the journal indexes of the Legislature shall deliver them10

to the Legislative Research Council within ninety days after copy therefor has been furnished.11

The Legislative Research Council shall provide for the distribution of the journals. Price and12

distribution of the journal indexes shall be determined by a joint-select committee of the13

Legislature.14

Section 25. That § 2-7-14 be repealed.15

2-7-14. The contractor for printing of the house and senate bills and joint resolutions of any16

kind shall deliver them, completed, to the Legislature within two days after receiving the copy.17

Section 26. That § 2-7-15.1 be repealed.18

2-7-15.1. The Executive Board of the Legislative Research Council may recover up to one-19

half of the printing costs of legislative bills and journals by establishing uniform fees for the20

distribution of legislative printed materials, to public agencies, lobbyists, and individuals. Fees21

for estimated mailing costs may also be charged for mailing printed materials. Fees collected22

shall be deposited in the state general fund.23

Section 27. That § 2-7-18 be repealed.24
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2-7-18. All bills, in either house of the Legislature, which have been favorably acted upon,1

preparatory to going upon the calendar shall be engrossed if amendments have been made2

thereto. Amendments to any bill made by either Senate or House of Representatives, after3

engrossment, shall likewise be engrossed.4

Section 28. That § 2-7-19 be repealed.5

2-7-19. A bill which has passed both houses of the Legislature shall at once be enrolled by6

the house in which it originated.7

Section 29. That § 2-9-13 be repealed.8

2-9-13. There is hereby created a college student intern program within the Legislative9

Research Council to provide legislative internships for college students to foster knowledge and10

understanding of the governmental process and to provide assistance to the legislative branch11

of state government.12

Section 30. That § 2-9-13.1 be repealed.13

2-9-13.1. The Executive Board of the Legislative Research Council shall assign college14

student interns to the legislative branch of government. The Executive Board shall set the15

number of interns and divide the total number of interns between the political parties in each16

chamber in proportion to the party membership in each chamber as nearly as is practicable. The17

minority party in each house shall have a minimum of three interns.  18

Section 31. That § 2-9-14 be repealed.19

2-9-14. The Executive Board of the Legislative Research Council shall administer the20

program and supervise the college student interns who are assigned to the legislative branch of21

state government.SD22

Section 32. That § 2-9-33 be repealed.23

2-9-33. A prison or jail population cost estimate shall be attached to any bill or amendment,24
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except misdemeanor penalties, that may impact the state prison or county jail population. A1

prison or jail population cost estimate shall be prepared for a bill or amendment with a Class2

1 misdemeanor penalty only upon a request authorized by the rules of the Legislature. The3

requirement for a cost estimate includes each bill or amendment that meets the penalty4

requirements of this section and that increases the period of imprisonment authorized for an5

existing crime, that adds a new crime for which imprisonment is authorized, that imposes a6

minimum or mandatory minimum term of imprisonment, or that modifies any law governing7

release of a prisoner from imprisonment or supervision.8

The sponsor of the legislation or amendment shall request and allow sufficient time to9

prepare a cost estimate from the Legislative Research Council. The cost estimate shall be10

completed for a bill or amendment before the bill or amendment is considered by any standing11

committee of the Legislature.C 12

Section 33. That § 2-9-34 be repealed.13

2-9-34. A cost estimate pursuant to § 2-9-33 shall include:14

(1) An analysis of the specific components that will impact the prison and jail15

population;16

(2) The projected cost of the impact on the state prison system and the aggregate cost to17

county jails on an annual basis and cost over a ten year period; and18

(3) Operational costs and capital costs including all manner of construction.1939,19

Section 34. That § 2-16-10.2 be repealed.21

2-16-10.2. The Code Commission shall provide the Legislature with sets of the South22

Dakota Codified Laws. The Code Commission may provide each legislator with a copy of the23

South Dakota Codified Laws, the Administrative Rules of South Dakota and other information24

on a CD-ROM disc or other digital format. An individual legislator may request one copy of the1

Section 35. The code counsel shall transfer § 2-7-22 to chapter 2-4.3

Section 36. That § 2-2-41 be repealed.4

2-2-41. The Legislature, in making the 2011 redistricting, determines, as a matter of policy,5

that the following principles are of primary significance:6

(1) Adherence to standards of population deviance as established by judicial precedent7

and to standards of population deviance as prescribed by S.D. Const., Art. III, § 5;8

(2) Protection of communities of interest by means of compact and contiguous districts;9

(3) Respect for geographical and political boundaries; and10

(4) Protection of minority voting rights consistent with the United States Constitution,11

the South Dakota Constitution, and federal statutes, as interpreted by the United12

States Supreme Court and other courts with jurisdiction.13

Section 37. That § 2-2-42 be repealed.14

2-2-42. The state shall be divided into thirty-five senatorial districts, as specified in § 2-2-43,15

and the Senate shall consist of thirty-five members.16

Section 38. That § 2-2-43 be repealed.17

2-2-43. The senatorial districts are as follows:18

(1) District No. 1: Day, Marshall, and Roberts counties and that portion of Brown19

County consisting of VTD-Precinct 14 Oneota-Brainard-Westport-Garland20

Township-Westport City, VTD-Precinct 15 Franklin-Carlisle-Ravinia-Mercier-21

Lincoln Township, VTD-Precinct 21 Liberty-Hecla-Portage-Greenfield-Lansing-22

North-Detroit Township-Hecla City, and VTD-Precinct 22 Palmyra-Osceola-Savo-23

Allison-Frederick-Richard Township-Frederick City Voting District;24

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(12) District No. 12: That portion of Lincoln county consisting of VTD-Sioux Falls1

Precinct 1-11, VTD-Sioux Falls Precinct 1-12, and the portions of Delapre Township2

surrounded by VTD-Sioux Falls Precinct 1-11 or VTD-Sioux Falls Precinct 1-12;3

and that portion of Minnehaha county consisting of VTD 1-1, VTD 1-2, VTD 1-3,4

VTD 1-4, VTD 1-5, VTD 1-6, VTD 3-8, VTD 5-3, and VTD 5-14;5

(13) District No. 13: That portion of Lincoln county consisting of VTD-Sioux Falls6

Precinct 2-10, VTD-Sioux Falls Precinct 2-11, VTD-Sioux Falls Precinct 2-12, VTD-7

Sioux Falls Precinct 2-15, and that portion of Springdale Township surrounded by8

VTD-Sioux Falls Precinct 2-11 or VTD-Sioux Falls Precinct 2-15, and that portion9

of Minnehaha county consisting of VTD 2-1, VTD 5-4, VTD 5-7, VTD 5-8, VTD 5-10

(14) District No. 14: That portion of Minnehaha county consisting of VTD 2-2, VTD 2-3,12
