FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to transfer funds to the state fair fund and to revise the
budgetary procedure for the state fair.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1. Thestatetreasurer shall transfer to the statefair fund threehundred fifty thousand
dollars ($350,000) from the South Dakota-bred racing fund, and three hundred fifty thousand
dollars ($350,000) from the special racing revolving fund.
Section 2. That § 1-21-1.1 be amended to read as follows:
1-21-1.1. The State Fair Commisson shall be administered under the direction and
supervision of the Department of Agriculture and the secretary thereof, but shall retain the
quas-judicial, quad-legidative, advisory, and other nonadministrative ane-spectat-btegetary
functions (as defined in § 1-32-1) otherwise vested in it and shall exercise those functions

independently of the secretary of agriculture. The special budgetary functions, asdefinedin8 1-

32-1, of the State Fair Commission are hereby transferred to the secretary of agriculture.

StateFai-Commtsson State Fair fund and shall be budgeted and expended in accordance with

Title 4 on warrants drawn by the state auditor upon vouchers approved by the secretary of

agriculture.
