BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:4

Section 1. Any person conducting utilization review or medical case management for a5

worker's compensation plan shall be a health care professional certified or licensed in the same6

profession as the provider whose treatment is being reviewed or a health care professional who7

is qualified to render the treatment being reviewed.8
