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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to revise certain provisions related to the state training1

school and the state juvenile reformatory.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 26-11A-1.2 be repealed.4

26-11A-1.2. The reformatory institution maintained by the state at or in the vicinity of5

Plankinton, in Aurora County, known and designated by the name of "state training school" shall6

continue to exist as an institution for the reformation of boys and girls, and shall be under the7

charge and control of the Department of Corrections.8

Section 2. That chapter 26-11A be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read9

as follows:10

The Department of Corrections is authorized, pursuant to § 5-2-2.4, to lease the former state11

training school real and personal property. Any revenue derived from any lease of the former12

state training school personal property shall be deposited in the state general fund.Any revenue13

derived from any lease of the former state training school real property shall be deposited with14
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the commissioner of school and public lands and distributed to the Department of Corrections1

for juvenile programs subject to § 4-8-1.2

Section 3. That § 5-7-34 be amended to read as follows:3

5-7-34. All money received from the leasing of all common school, indemnity, and4

endowment lands for oil and gas and other mineral or geothermal resources leasing of said lands5

shall be apportioned as follows:6

Fifty percent shall be credited to the permanent school funds and fifty percent thereof into7

the several interest and income funds in the following proportions, to wit:8
